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The Court has reviewed Plaintiffs’ Administrative Motion to Correct Declaration of Joel K. 

Botzet Re: Claims Administration and Distribution of Net Settlement Fund (ECF No. 1322-1) 

(“Administrative Motion”). The Administrative Motion seeks to correct the distribution and 

calculation statistics in the Declaration of Joel K. Botzet (“Botzet Declaration”) and exhibits 

thereto (ECF No. 1322-1) submitted in support of Plaintiffs’ Motion for Authorization to 

Distribute Net Settlement Funds (ECF No. 1322).  

Specifically, the Botzet Declaration inadvertently excluded two valid claims from its 

settlement distribution and calculation. The Administrative Motion attaches the Corrected 

Declaration of Joel K. Botzet (“Corrected Botzet Decl.”) and exhibits thereto, which now include 

the two valid claims at issue and provide the most updated settlement distribution statistics. These 

two claims at issue are among the 96,133 claims submitted for payment from the net settlement 

funds of over $104 million. Corrected Botzet Decl., Ex. D. By including these claims, the number 

of valid claims increases from 61,768 to 61,770, and the amount of the initial distribution remains 

largely the same.1 Botzet Decl. ¶ 24; Corrected Botzet Decl. ¶ 24. 

Upon consideration and for good cause shown, the Court hereby GRANTS the requested 

relief. The Court grants the Administrative Motion to correct the Botzet Declaration. Lead Counsel 

shall post the Administrative Motion, the Corrected Botzet Declaration and exhibits thereto, and 

this order to the settlement website (airlinesettlement.com) to provide the most updated settlement 

distribution statistics to the Settlement Classes.

1 The net settlement funds total $104,388,254.38. Botzet Decl. ¶ 24; Corrected Botzet Decl. ¶ 24. 
By including the two claims at issue, the amount of the initial distribution modestly changes from 
$104,387,133.10 to $104,387,320.59 due to rounding to the nearest cent when calculating the pro 
rata share per qualified claim. Id. 
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
